Born in The Hague, 16 February 1787, where he died
in 1870, Schelfhout was a Dutch landscape painter
in oils and watercolour, best known for carefully
depicted winter scenes reminiscent of those made
by 17th-century Dutch artists.
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Thought to be part of a larger painting, this
technically accomplished painting shows
the Oude Hoofdpoort, Rotterdam.
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
